"I’m thrilled to be working on this faithful and playful adaptation by Andrew Scanlon, featuring some of 
Calgary’s finest actors,” said Director Haysam Kadri. “We look forward to transplanting Baum’s 
celebrated work to the Martha Cohen stage in a dynamic and exciting play reading. Audiences will be 
invited to escape reality and journey together to the magical Emerald City of Oz."
